Demand for MGNREGS work
falls to 34-month low in Aug

DEMAND FOR WORK from
individuals under Mahatma
Gandhi National Rural Employ-
ment Scheme (MGNREGS) has
been on thewanesince July this
year and fell
to its lowest in 34 months to
19.2 million personsin August,
mirroring an improvement in
economic activities in the
urban centres.

However, an even sharper
decline in the supply of thejobs
under the popular scheme—
person days (work) generated in
August was a fourth of that in
May — indicate that theauthor-
ities have curbed spending on
the scheme. Paucity of funds
could be one of the reasons for
suppressed demand,onelabour
activist said. Of the 373,000
crore budgetary allocation for
the scheme, already 48,275
crore has been spent as on Sep-

MORE THAN 1.34 billion Aad-
haarnumbers have been gen-
erated for the residents in
India as on end of July 2022,
while registration, usage and
adoption is progressing well
across the country, according
to the ministry of electronics
and information technology.

Residents successfully
updated 14.7 million Aad-
haarsin the month of July,and
till date (end of July) 635.5
million Aadhaar numbers
have been successfully
updated following requests
from the residents. These
updation requests are related
todemographicaswell as bio-
metric updates done at both
physical Aadhaar centres,and
by using the online Aadhaar
platform.

In July, 1.52 billion
authentication transactions
were carried out via Aadhaar.

A majority of these
monthly transaction num-
bers were done by using fin-
gerprint biometric authenti-

Aadhaars were generated, of
these,a majority were of chil-
dren below the age of 18 years.
Aadhaar saturation level
among adult residents is now
near universal,and the overall
saturation level is 93.41%.At
least 26 states and UTs have
now a saturation of over 90%.

Around 900 social welfare
schemesin the countryrun by
both centre and states have
been notified to use Aadhaar
till date.

Aadhaar Payment Bridge
(APB) has been delivering ben-
efits via welfare schemes
including direct benefit trans-
fer for LPG, MGNREGA, and
national social assistance pro-
gram or NASP. All the APB
transactions during the
month of July involved an
amount of ¥12,511 crore.

In July, the number of e-
KYC transactions executed via
Aadhaarwas 228.4 million.

More than 15,070 million
of last mile banking transac-
tions have been made possible
through the use of Aadhaar
Enabled Payment System
(AEPS) and the network of
micro ATMs.

It has enabled financial
inclusion at the bottom of the
pyramid. In July alone, 223.7
million number of AEPS
transactions were carried out
across India.
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Demand for rural employment
declines sharply since June
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tember 2. The rural develop-
ment ministrymay have to seek
an additional outlay for the

scheme in the supplementary
budget for2022-23.
The scheme’s mandate

under the MGNREG Act, 2005,
istoprovideatleast 100 days of
‘wage employment’in a finan-
cial year to every rural house-
hold whose adult member vol-
unteers to do unskilled manual
work. However, while an aver-
age of only 50.07 days of work
was provided to such rural
householdsin 2021-22; so far
inthe current fiscal, it stands at
32.2 days.

This is despite the fact that
only 46 million households
have worked for the scheme so
far compared with entire last
fiscal’s 72.6 million. Also only
63.2 million individuals work-
ers have worked this year so far
comparedwith 106.2 millionin
thelast fiscal.

Aganstatotal of 3.63 billion
persondays of work generation
inthe entirelast fiscal, 1.48 bil-
lion person
days of work have been gener-
ated thusfarinthe currentyear
under the scheme.

Some analysts are of the
view that the authorities are
going slow on reporting the
demand at the ground level,
given that more than 66% of
the Budget allocation for
the current fiscal has already
been spent.

WEST BENGAL CHIEF minis-
ter, Mamata Banerjee’s decision
to provide the state’s over
40,000 registered Durga Puja
committees a grant of 60,000
each has brought the issue of
state’s weak fiscal health into
sharp focus.
Banerjee’sannouncement,if
implemented, would translate
intoan outgo of justI258 crore
to celebrate ‘Durga Puja in
Kolkata’ being inscribed by
Unesco as the Intangible Cul-
tural Heritage of Humanity,
which according to the chief
minister,would alsohelpin pro-
moting tourism and bring
about social upliftment.
However, state government
employees’ unions, especially
those belonging to the Opposi-
tion camp, have hit the streets
protesting against the grant,
given the hike in their dearness
allowance has been held back
since 2019 citing financial
crunch. According to the Eco-
nomic Review 2021-22, pub-
lishedbythe state government’s
department of planning and
statistics, West Bengal’s debt
stoodat 37.5% of thegrossstate
domestic product in 2020-21,
much higher than the 20%
limit set for states’ debt by the
NK Singh-led FRBM review
committee in its 2017 report.

Scindia asks
states to
lower VAT on
aviation fuel

UNION CIVIL AVIATION min-
ister Jyotiraditya Scindia on
Friday called forareduction in
value added tax (VAT) on avia-
tion turbine fuel by states.Only
16 of the 24 states had
responded positively to this
proposal, Scindia said.

Speaking at the Mahratta
Chambers of Commerce,
Industries and Agriculture in
Pune, Scindia said aviation tur-
bine fuel accounted for 40% of
the airlines’ cost structure.

When he took over the avi-
ation ministry, 12 states
charged 1-4% VAT on ATF and
24 states/UTs charged 20-
30%. At present, only eight
states are charging VAT at 20-
30% and 16 states had moved
to the 1-4% VAT rates, he said.

Scindia said at a time when
ATF prices had gone up from
X53,000 per Kkilo litre to
%1,41,000 perkilolitre, paying
20-30% VAT would not be
viable forairlines.

He urged Maharashtra,
which was among the
states charging high tax, to
step forward and lower VAT as
thewhole countrywas moving
in that direction and the
traffic would move to the
other states.

In 3 weeks, paddy sowing
deficit narrows to 5.6%

New Delhi, September 2

THE DEFICIT IN paddy sowing
has declined in the last three
weeks because of revival of
monsoon rains in parts of key
growing regions of Uttar
Pradesh, Biharand West Bengal.
As per the data released by the
agriculture ministry on Friday,
the deficit in paddy sown
regions has reduced to 5.6%
against the same period last
year,while the declinewas12%
forthe week ended August 12.

Area under paddy in West
Bengal, thelargestrice-produc-
ing state, was down by more
than 10.5% on year on Friday
while three weeks ago the
deficit was 31%.

Paddy sowing has been hit
mainly because of severe defi-
ciency in monsoon rainfall
against the benchmark in key
states — Uttar Pradesh (-44%),
Bihar (-38%) West Bengal (-
18%) and Jharkhand (-26%).

The paddy acreage has
declined by close to a million
hectare (mh)in Jharkhand,0.44
mh in West Bengal, 0.26 mh in
Uttar Pradeh and 0.21 mh in
Bihar. Lower paddy sowing has
raised concern about rice pro-
duction for the 2022-23 crop
year (July-June) which would
decline by 6 - 10 million tonne
(mt) less than 2021-22 crop
year’s record level of 129 mt,
according to trade
estimates.There are also con-
cerns about a possible rise in
prices of rice if kharif produc-
tion declines as the season
accounts foraround 80% of the
country’s rice production.

Overall kharif crops — paddy,
pulses, oilseeds, cotton and
nutri-cereals etc have been
sown in 106.9 mh as on Friday
whichisdecline of 1.2%against
108.2 mh reported a year ago.
Officials said that the kharif
sowing activities have been
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largely completed across the
country.

Overall paddy sowing area
across the countrywas reported
at 38.3 mhwhichwas5.6%]less
than year ago. Average annual
area under kharif paddy
between 2016-17 — 2020-21
was 39.7 mh.

While oilseeds such as soy-
abean and groundnut have
been sown in 18.8 mh which is
marginally less than last year.
Pulses have been sown in 4.3%
less area than last year. India
importsabout 56% ofitsedible
oil requirement while around
15% of domestic pulses con-
sumption is met through
imports.

The cotton sowing has been
up by 6.8% so far while sugar-
cane plantinghasbeen margin-
ally higher thanlastyear.

AccordingtoIndia Meteoro-
logical Department, cumula-
tive monsoon rains between
June 1- September 2 was 756
mm which was 6% (above nor-
mal level) more than the nor-
mal benchmark - long period
average (LPA) of 714 mm.

While several regions in

southern, central and north-
western India have witnessed
waterlogging and flood-like sit-
uations, deficient rainfall in
Uttar Pradesh, West Bengal,
Bihar and Jharkhand had
impacted sowing, especially of
paddy, officials said. Many
farmers in the eastern regions
have sown short duration vari-
eties of paddy because of delay
in monsoon rains.

“We canassesstheimpact of
imbalanceinrainfall patternon
kharif crops yield only by the
end of the month,” an official
told FE. Agriculture ministry
will release the first advance
estimate of kharif crops for the
2022-23 crop year (July-June)
this month.

The government earlier this
week had set a marginally
higher target of 51.8 million
tonne (mt) of kharif rice pro-
curement for 2022-23 season
(October-September) by the
Food Corporation of India and
state government agencies
againsttheactual procurement
in previousyeardespite the pos-
sibility of drop in output
because of lower paddy sowing.
