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Army mobilises additional
forces as tension mounts

New Delhi, May 9

AMID ESCALATING TEN-
SIONS between New Delhi
and Islamabad, the Indian
military establishment has
actively begun large-scale
mobilisation of additional
forcestotheborder,including
its reserve Territorial Army, to
ensure full strength in the
event of a contingency.

In anotification Friday, the
Defence Ministry announced
the activation of 14 of 32
infantry battalions of the Ter-
ritorial Army (TA) for deploy-
ment across the country till
February 2028.

It is learnt that the move
marks a key step towards addi-
tional reinforcement of troops
allacross to ensure heightened
operational preparedness. In
such situations, TA personnel
step in for regular forces in
performing various static
duties and assist in the main-
tenance of essential services.
They also perform internal
security duties, help civil
authorities and provide
escorts for the transportation
of stores and equipment.

The Government's notifica-
tion invoked Rule 33 of the
Territorial Army Rule 1948 to
empower the Army Chief to
exercise powers to call up all
officersand enrolled personnel
of the TA to provide essential
guard or support and supple-
ment regular forces.

Aregular TA battalion has
about 750 personnel. It com-
prises part-time volunteers,
who support the regular Army
according to emerging
requirements. In normal cir-
cumstances, only some per-
sonnel are on active duty, or
“embodied” at a time.

The others, who are called
“disembodied personnel”, are
employed in other professions
-- following recent orders, the
TA directorate will take action
to embody them as well with
available funds in the budget.

Justice from bottom of the pyramid

JUSTICE GAVAI BRINGS A SEASONED PRACTICALITYTO THE JOB. HE ACTIVELY
SEEKS PEACEFUL RESOLUTIONS OF CIVILAND MATRIMONIAL DISPUTES

JUSTICE BHUSHAN RAMKR-
ISHNA Gavai is set to become
the 52nd Chief Justice of India
on May 14, the second CJI in
Indian history from the Dalit
community. Unlike Justice KG
Balakrishnan, who was the
first, Justice Gavai is vocal
about his underprivileged
background — a reminder to
the Dalit community about
the possibilities that exist
within the Indian society to
reach thetop,andacall forthe
societyatlargetointrospecton
the minuscule representation
of SC/STsin the judiciary.

Born on November 24,
1960,in Amravati,Maharash-
tra, Justice Gavai began his
legal careerin 1985. He prac-
tised at the Nagpur Bench of
the Bombay High Court, a
place known for both Ambed-
karism and its stark opposi-
tion. He has practised in vari-
ous capacities — as a private
lawyer, Government Pleader
and Public Prosecutor. He was
elevated to the Bombay High
Court in 2003. After serving a
long 16-year tenure as High
CourtJudge,hewasappointed
to the Supreme Court of India
in2019.

A judge deals with thou-
sands of cases,involving innu-
merablesstatutesacrossdiffer-
ent branches of law.
Hair-splitting legal proposi-
tionsareafeast forlawyersand
students oflaw,butintheend,
a judge is remembered for
judgements he delivers on
socio-politicalissues.Theinde-
pendence and social philoso-
phy of judges are truly tested
when they deal with cases of
public importance. Justice
Gavai has several such
judgements to his credit.
He was part of Constitu-

tion Bench that struck down
the celebrated electoral
scheme.While grantingbail to
Teesta Setalvad, he called
Gujarat High Court’s order
“perverse”. The bench headed
by him, while granting bail to

ingone of the forestbenches of
the Supreme Court.Thisbench
is one where pragmatism is
often more crucial than strict
legal interpretation. Forest
matters involve a complex
interplay of multiple interests

In the case of introducing
horizontal reservation in
SC/STs, Justice Gavai advo-
cated for introducing a
‘creamylayer’in SC/ST.His rea-
soningwas that the children of
IAS/1PS officerswho belong to
the SC/ST community should
not be equated with the chil-
dren from economically
backward SC/ST fami-
lies. The basis of his
arguments might
have been inspired
from his personal
experience. He
demonstrated a |
sense of calm com-
mand and clarity
while head-

inhabitants — and each deci-
sion should weave through
theircompetingrightsand has
amulti-dimensional impact.
Justice Gavai brings a sea-
soned practicalitytothejob.He
actively seeks peaceful resolu-
tions of civil and matrimonial
disputesand hasadeep under-
standing of the mental state
and circumstances of accused
persons and victims. He is
jovial and grounded both on
and off the bench. While
encouraging young advocates
toargue cases, heis seen
advising  them
firmly to come
prepared  if
theyare not.

judgments that align with
your perception. Justice Gavai
was part of the bench that
approved the abrogation of
Article 370 — an outcome, I
believe,did not pass Constitu-
tional muster.

I haven’t had many per-
sonal interactions with Justice
Gavai,except meetinghimata
handful of functions. He is
humble,akeenlistenerand one
can sense a perceptive mind at
work. Judges, as a community,
are generally reluctant to
socialise with lawyers, fearing
that the familiarity might
impacttheirimpartialitywhen
thesamelawyersappearbefore
them in court. Only a judge
with tremendous self-confi-
dence can maintain profes-
sional boundaries and remain
unbiased in court.Justice Gavai
appears to possess that ability
and confidence.As CJI Khanna
beautifully observed during
Wakf hearing, “when we sit
here,weloseourreligion,weare
secular”. This power of trans-
forming oneselfwhileseatedin
the chair of justiceisaskilland
a matter of envy for many
withinand outside the system.

The six-month tenure as
CJLis usually not long enough
to leave an indelible mark on
thejudiciary.Former CJIJustice
UU Lalit made a remarkable
impact in just 74 days. The
demitting CJI, Justice Khanna,
too, has achieved a significant
place among past CJIs for his

abilitytoquarantine thejudi-
ciary from public expecta-
tionsand political pressure.
A major challenge before
Justice Gavai will be to
carrythisspirit forward.

Financial sector rushes to fortify
cyber defence amid escalation

BANKS AND INSURANCE
firms have started beefing up
their cyber security defence
systems by setting up quick
response teams (QRTs) and
conducting mockdrills for dis-
aster recovery scenarios amid
heightened tensions between
India and Pakistan.

In a meeting with MDs and
CEOs of banks and insurance
companies on Friday, finance
minister Nirmala Sitharaman
directed banksto conduct regu-
lar audits of their cybersecurity
systems and data centres and
ensure that all digital and core
banking infrastructure is fully
firewalledand monitored round
the clock to prevent breaches or
any hostile cyber activity.

“We have taken proactive
multi-layered defence strategy
andwe are continuously mon-
itoring all our strategies,” said
A Manimekhalai, MD & CEO,
Union Bank of India, adding
that banks have conducted
comprehensive awareness
programs to educateboth staff
and customers,ensuring cyber
preparedness and resilience at
every level.

These centres are coordi-
nating closelywith CERT-Inand
the National Critical Informa-
tion Infrastructure Protection
Centre (NCIIPC), facilitating
real-time data sharing and
threat monitoring. Banks have
implemented anti-DDoS (Dis-
tributed Denial-of-Service) sys-
tems to protect against massive
cyber-attacks.

“We have established a QRT
composed of senior ITand oper-

ations officials to swiftly assess,
contain,and mitigateanypoten-
tial threats or incidents,” said
senior official of a public sector
bank.“The team is closely moni-
toring cyber threats to ensure
promptand effective action.”

It’s not just banks but com-
panies have also witnessed a
surge in cyber threats over the
past few days.“Recent develop-
ments have indicated a surgein
cyber threats targeting Indian
businesses and critical infra-
structure. Threat actors with
affiliations to Pakistan have
been observed deploying
sophisticated malware, such
as Xeno RAT and Spark RAT,
aiming to infiltrate various sec-
tors within India,” Ravindra
Baviskar, Director - Sales Engi-
neering, at global cybersecurity
firm Sophos said.

Expertssaythat India’s rapid
development in areas like e-
commerce, and digital pay-
ments makes it especially vul-
nerable to cyberattacks due to
the massive attack surface of its
digital infrastructure. Firms
haveincreased the frequency of
mockdrills, said experts.

The most crucial sectors to
secure,expertssaid,wouldbethe
digital platforms of BFSI entities,
e-comm & quick comm plat-
form,and telecom networks.

India opposes bailout for Pak at IMF
